SPECIAL ORDERS NO. 78.

Headquarters, Camp Tannallytown,
December 14th, 1861.

The Governor of Pennsylvania has in-
formed the Brigade Commander that the
13th and 98th Regiments of Volunteers
from that State will be vresented with a
stand of colors. .

The Brigade Commander directs that

the Brigade be formed on the drill ground
in line of battle, with the Pennsylvania
Regiments in the centre, at one o’clock
precisely, on Tuesday next. Every avail-
able man will attend, including the old
guard, and such members of the new
zuard as may not be on posts at the time.
The Court Martial will not  meet on that
day, and the members will join their com-
mands. )
- The Regiments will each be equalized
into eight companies, and the men will
parade without knapsacks, haversacks or
canteens and without overcoats should
the weather be favorable. After the Re-
view there will be a Brigade drill.

The Brigadier General feels assured that
every member of his command is equally
desirous as himself to sustain the reputa-
tion which the Brigade has already ac-
quired, and to realize the sanguine expec-
tations of the distinguished visitors, who
will be present on this interesting occa-
sion as representatives of the patriotic
and important State of Pennsylvania. .

Long May They Wave.—On the 17th
nst. Cten. Peck’s Brigade was ordered out
on review and drill for the purpose of
veceiving the flags presented by the old
Keystore State to her regiments, the 13th
and 21st Penna. Vels. The Brigade was
formed in line, the Penna. Regiments
forming the center, flanked by the 355th
N. Y. on the right and 62d N. Y. on the
left, The exercises commenced by mnoon.
Hendrickson Wright, M. C., who was in-
troduced by Gen. Peck, and presented, on
behalf of our State, beautiful flags, to the
13th Regiment, Col. Rowley, and the 2Ist
Regiment, Col. Ballier, with appropriate
remarks. Gen. Peck then handed the
fdags to the Colonels of those regiments,

Stewart, made an appeal to the Throne
of Heavenly Grace, which was followed
by a bendiction by the Chaplain of the
2]st.

After conducting the colors to their
posts, the Commanding Genera! drilled
the Brigade in numerous complicated ma-
neuvers, when the regiments were marched
to their respective parade grounds and
dismissed.

The performance concluded by a dinner
at Headquarters, attended by the fleld
and staff, and nuamerous visitors, who had
been at the presentation.

The camps of the Pevnsylvania regi-
ments were handsomely decorated on the
occasion with evergreen arches, coutain-
ing the letters of the respective compa-
nies, and numbers of the regiments. In
the company streets pine trees were ar-
i i . and the whole effect was
v beautiful.

reat excilemenft was caused in our
camp the other day, by the receint of a
copy of a letter from Pittsburg, written
to 2 lady in the Sixth Ward, and purport-
ing to be from an officer of our regiment,
setting forth that the men were ‘““without
proper covering to protect themselves
from the rigors of the season,” and that
we “had thus far to depend wupon the
donations of kind friends.” ‘“Many of the
men are very sick in consequence, and I
am fearful that, if we wait on ‘the powers
that be’ much longer, we will have half
in the camp prostrated in consequence!”
“Any description of bedding, however old
and worn, will add much to our comfort.”

The fact is, our men have about as much
clothing as they care to carry, and, if any
are without overcoats or blankets, they
have lost them by carelessness, or by
being too lazy to carry them along.

The boys ave quite busy in cutting logs
to build their tents three or four feet
higher; and, with old log-cabin “stick-
and-mud’”’chimneys, or ‘“California fur-
naces,” mapage to get along reasonably
comfortably on occasional raw days. The
weather, so far, however, has been mainly
an Indian Svmmer.

—The officer alleged to have written
the letter alluded to denies that he penned
it, and says the person deputed to write
for him used language he did not authorize
and cannot endorse.

Hospital Department.—The late order
issued from out Brigade Headquarters, re-
garding the accumulation of a Hospital
Fund in the different Regiments, has al-
ready met with success.

The Surgeons cannot but feel grateful
to our PBrigade Surgeon for his energetic
efiorts in bringing this matter to so
favorable an issue.

We would advige all medical officers to
give this their earnest attention, do jus-
tice botk to themselves and their patients,
and thus add to the comforts of those
who have left their homes to Battle for
the Right. : A T.
